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Abstract (No more than 300 words, structured)
Background: Provide a brief overview of the scientific context, the existing knowledge gap, and the purpose of the study.
Materials and methods: Describe the study design, participants or materials, interventions or procedures, and statistical analyses. Indicate ethical approval where required.
Results: Summarize the main findings with key data. Do not include extensive numerical details; focus on essential outcomes.
Conclusion: State the implications of the findings, their potential impact, and the main takeaway message.
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Format requirements
Title formatting
· The article title should follow title case, where the first letter of each major word is capitalized. Exceptions to this rule include articles, conjunctions, and prepositions of fewer than four letters (e.g., a, and, for).
· Proper nouns, such as specific diseases, names, or locations, must also have their first letters capitalized.
· The journal name should always be italicized and have the first letter of each major word capitalized (e.g., Neuro Interventional Research).
Manuscript formatting
· The headings should only have the first letter of the first word capitalized, while the rest are lowercase (except for proper nouns), such as Introduction. Continue numbering hierarchically as needed.
· Use text format throughout the main body of the manuscript.
· Citations within the text should be in square brackets and presented as superscripts (e.g., [1]).
Files
All manuscript files must be clearly named and uploaded to their corresponding sections. The file names should reflect their content, such as “Figure 1,” “Table 2,” or “Supplementary file.” The following types of files are required:

· Editable files for figures must be provided.
Tables
· All tables must be cited in numerical order within the text.
· Table titles should appear above the table; footnotes should be placed below. Tables should be included in the Main Document or uploaded separately in Word or Excel format. Use clear, concise titles and include explanatory footnotes when necessary. Each table must be clearly numbered and cited in the text. Please include table titles or legends in the Main Document.
· Use sentence case for table headers (capitalize only the first word and proper nouns).
· Editable files for tables must be provided.
